Developing women with wings leads to high maternal mortality and a decreasing female population.  A voyage to Venus finds hardy, Avatar-like women with wings, who are brought to Earth to successfully interbreed. 
8. THE CONQUEST OF GOLA, Wonder Stories, Stellar Publishing Corp., NY, V 2, No 11,  1278-1287, April 1931.
The telepathic females who govern Gola (Venus) spurn the capitalist lures of intruding, inferior males from Detaxal (Earth), who find it hard to believe that women could be in charge. When the Detaxalans attempt to take over they are effortlessly defeated; the feminism of the story is both early and surprisingly explicit.
9. ACROSS THE VOID, part 1, Amazing Stories, Vol. 6, No. 1, 6-27, April 1931. (sequel to Out of the Void)

Beginning with Out of the Void  (1929) a complex space opera in three parts (see 10, 11 below) set partially on the ninth planet, Abrui, inhabited by various alien races, some of them telepaths, featuring adventures climaxing in the Alpha Centauri system.

THE FALL OF MERCURY, Chapter One, “The Spot” 82 pages, Dec. 1935.
Bruce, an explorer on Tellus, part of the Federation, decides to travel to supposedly uninhabited  Mercury despite scientists’ opinion that it’s unworthy of exploration, a ‘fool’s errand’, hazarding travel through the treacherous “Venusian Whirlpool”. 
They are captured by Mercurians intent on taking over the solar system, but fortunately, a friendly Saturnian named Chen-Chak (with a ray gun that can momentarily transfer bad guys into the future) rescues them, tells them of the history of species from all the planets, and saves the solar system.
